If a watch is wet, do not store it in a closed container. It should be dried out immediately to avoid damages
to internal components and possible rusting to the watch surface.

Before using a water resistant 5 or 10 bar in water, make sure the crown is pushed in completely.
Do not operate the crown when the watch is wet o in water. If used in sea water, rinse the watch in fresh
water and dry it completely.
